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3. Modes of Collaboration

The Participating Institutions shall endeavor to
promote collaboration through a range of
strategies, which in the initial stages of this
cooperation shall include :

1. Exchange of professional information and
cultural exchange

2. Opportunities for academic study and
research

3. Delegation visit and teacher exchange

4. Education and professional development
programs

5. Other areas of mutual interest in educational
projects

Before executing these collaborations, the
involved parties will discuss the plans and

challenges that occurred and will thereafter enter

into specific agreements.

Terms of The Agreement

1. Focal Areas

The parties agree to develop cooperation
programs in areas of mutual interest.
Recognizing the importance of first practical
steps based on the identification of shared
institutional priorities for research and program
development, participating institutions agree to
conduct collaborative research through the
exchange of mental health professionals.

2. Activities Under Agreements

All activities undertaken must conform to the
policies and procedures in place at each
institution. Each distinct collaboration program
or activity will be described in a separate
Activity Agreement and authorized by each

party. The ongoing agreements or activities shall

not be affected by one of the party’s
termination.

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3. Funding of Activities

The activity agreement financial costs and
obligations should be transparent. Both
institutions may provide the funding or in other
options should work together to identify and
obtain any outside funding which may be
needed. Projects requiring funding must be
approved by both parties.

4. Period of Agreement

This Memorandum is entered into for an initial
term of five (5) years from the date of signature.
After this initial period, this MOU will be
reviewed and the program will be adjusted, if
necessary, based on a mutually agreed
evaluation of the program by the relevant bodies
in the Israel Trauma Coalition and the State Tax
University. After the initial 5-year period, the
Memorandum will be reviewed and renegotiated
for a further five-year period, unless it is
terminated by one of the parties to the
agreement in writing within the period specified
in the next clause.

Legal Provision

This MoU shall not serve as a legally binding
agreement. This Understanding is not to be
construed as a partnership or any form of
master-agent relationship. It is merely to express
the intent between the party's hero. This MoU is
effective when the representatives of the parties
have affected their signatures and seal of the
MoU.
